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increase the tension allowing the tensioner to sit approximately 2 to 3 mm
outside the frame. Use common sense here, the tail belt can be very tight, it
will not break, it will simply cause a bit more drag during auto rotations.

- Make sure the tail shaft is perpendicular to the boom.
- The 4 screws that lock the tail assembly to the boom tend to become lose at
times, please check regularly.

Main Shaft and Main Gear

- Please make sure to lock the collar H0121 to remove any vertical play of the
main shaft. (please see the manual).

- Put a small amount of grease every 30/40 flights on the main gear (for
example Tri- flow Synthetic grease).

Blades

- The main blades should be tightened firmly. A good way to check and make
sure your blades are tightened correctly is to grab the helicopter by the head
hub and turn clock-wise and counter clock-wise very quickly, the blades should
not fold during this motion.
